1. Update on Student Uploads – Moodle and E-College – David reported that moodle started the auto synchronization of moodle with the District DEC/Student Information system, and by and large it worked  well, but there are some “kinks” that need to be worked out, and the District IT are working with moodle to  “fine tune” the transition.

 Myriam reported  that ECollege uploads of students into the Ecollege shell was smooth and uneventful., and that ECollege worked with District to make this happen.  . 
 
2. Faculty Certification – Paul Mckenna presented a chart on Status of Online classes  for Spring 2011 – see chart pdf file at http://lamc-ddl.pbworks.com/w/file/fetch/37801584/status-online-spring20110001.pdf

The chart indicates the following – section number, class, instructor, whether the instructor has both a certificate in the navigation  and knowledge of the course management system, and the course approval date. Paul looked at the ECD system to obtain  the course approval dates. 

David  and  Myriam indicated that the course approval dates were no accurate as to law and social sciences. Said will work with Paul to update the correct approval dates.

The  Committee will work on “tightening up” the certification process and shell review process for online faculty.   


3. Edustream -  – This is a valuable resource which will provide space for faculty videos. David will contact  Edustream and set up some training for our faculty.



4.  DECT captioning – Adrian is working with Gina and Academic Senate. He made a presentation to Academic Senate on the need of “captioning videos” -  Per a handout that Adrian provided on the LAMC Self Evaluation – Draft – page 45 - 

Finding – LAMC was found to have statements in their Faculty DSP&S Handbook requiring the use of videos with Closed Captioning, the procedure  for requesting closed captioning, and a Closed Captioning Request Form. However, it was determined that only 14.6% of employees surveyed currently adhere to this requirement. 24% of respondents do not have all videos captioned, while the remaining 61% were unsure.

Recommendation:  It is recommended that employees of LAMC be held accountable for becoming familiar with and adhering to the contents of the “LAMC DSP&S Faculty Handbook”.

Adrian will continue with obtaining a list of videos that need to be closed captioned and we will then submit an application for the COC grant which will assist LAMC in getting these videos captioned.

5. Automated Onliane Add -   Paul presented  the current status of this project. It appears that the District IT  has decided to  delay in  uploading  the software program and will await the implementation of the  new student information system to accomplish this task.  Paul will monitor the status of this project and report back to the committee.


6. Online Advising – No updated status. Counseling supports use of “live chat” but do not have the resources to support the implementation of it.  More discussions need to take place with Student Services,  EPC,  Technology and College Council on this matter.


7. Substantive Change Proposal – David said that the Substantive Change proposal cannot be written until more student services  and online support are provided to our online students.
